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 Super Chatel - Impact of ski runs on the environment

The intention of this survey is to demonstrate how a ski run affects the environment by carrying out a quadrat survey across a ski run and a control area.

Method : Choose two transects one along a ski run and one in an area nearby that’s not part of a ski run where local vegetation is likely to have mean unaffected by skiing.

Firstly use the ranging poles, tape measure and clinometers to measure the slope angle every 15 metres. At each point place the quadrat on the floor and record the number of different plant species using the information card to help recognise species and then record the height of the tallest species and the % of bare earth

Equipment : Quadrat, Tape Measure, Ruler, Plant recognition card, clinometer
