	Carrying capacity
	The level of tourist activity which can be sustained in the long term without creating problems for people or the environment.

	Country park
	Small scale rural area designated for low impact tourism.

	Cultural dilution
	Socio-cultural impact on LEDCs by tourists including
· debasement and commercialisation of cultures

· promotion of gambolling, alcoholism and prostitution

· rising local crime

· erosion of languages

· tensions between elders and youth

	Ecotourism
	Tourism into protected natural areas as a means of economic gain through natural resource preservation

	Global interdependence
	Reliance of countries on each other for trade and supply and demand.

	Heritage tourism
	Visitors attracted by historic buildings, industrial sites, and ancient ruins.

	Honeypot
	An area designed to attract visitors in order that the tourism can be managed, like a leisure centre.

	Leakage
	Money which in stead of going into the local community returns via travel agencies and the tourist industry back to the tourists destination.

	Multiplier effect
	Tourist spending has direct effect by payment of goods, food, accommodation and transport. It also has indirect effects such as hoteliers buying local produce; local people have increased income and buy new clothes. This has an upwards spiralling effect on the economy.

	Myrdal
	A model of cumulative causation where a new industry makes more jobs, increasing local purchasing power, in-migration, and more growth.

	National Park
	Natural area of land or sea designated to 
· exclude exploitation 

· protect ecological integrity

· provide recreational opportunities

	Physical carrying capacity
	The amount of tourists that an area can support without spoiling the environment, for example 25 car park spaces.

	Pleasure periphery
	A concept showing the spread of tourism from a source and the boundaries surging like a tidal wave across the Earth.
· 1800 source

· 1900 Periphery 1 NW Europe

· 1930 Periphery 2 W Mediterranean

· 1950 Periphery 3 – Mediterranean

· 1970 Periphery 4 – Far away/ long haul

· 1990 Periphery 5 the world’s remotest places.

	Primary resource
	For tourism these are climatic, sunshine and snow, scenery, ecology, historic and heritage.

	Product cycle
	See Butler’s model showing the changes of interest over time in a given product.

	Recreation
	Activities taken voluntarily in one’s own time which may be undertaken at home

	Rostow
	A model of economic development over time
· traditional society

· preconditions for take-off

· take-off

· drive to maturity

· high mass consumption

	Secondary resource
	Facilities provided such as accommodation, catering, infrastructure, entertainment and theme parks.

	Theme park
	A self- contained family entertainment complex, designed to reflect a common theme. E.g. Alton Towers

	Tourism
	Involves visiting places and utilising planned commercial activities. It includes trips taken for leisure purposes, as well as business, health and religious reasons.

	Tourist enclave
	Large scale tourist developments which are kept separate from the local economy and culture, by design. There is concern about their impact on rural areas. E.g. Center Parcs

	Trickle down
	The gradual spread of wealth throughout an economy as a result of increased markets.
