	Migration 

	Employment which involves the manufacturing of products for example the textile industry. 

	Push factor

	The movement of people from one place to another

	Pull factor

	A designated area surrounding a city that can not be built upon and has been protected by law since 1947.

	Rural 

	A reason that would attract someone to an area for example, education opportunities.

	Primary 

	The loss of population from rural areas. This leads to economic decline in the area.

	Secondary 

	Employment in the service industries for example, teaching, nursing etc.

	Rural depopulation 

	Sparsely populated areas characterised by countryside components.

	Tertiary 

	A reason that encourages people to move away from an area for example lack of employment opportunities.

	Industrial decline

	Employment which involves the extraction of materials from the land for example, farming, fishing.

	Rural diversification

	Theorist that designed 5 laws relating to the movement of people.

	Population pyramids

	An area that has previously been used for industrial purposes.

	Infrastructure

	Developing tourism in a way that promotes and protects the natural heritage of an area.


	Green belt 

	A visual method of displaying the population of an area. It usually demonstrates population against age in brackets of 10 years. 

	Brain drain

	A person that travels to and from work, usually on a daily basis. 

	Ravenstein 
	The process whereby farmers move away from traditional agricultural practices to new ways of generating an income for example, turning existing barns into holiday cottages. 

	Commuter

	A private act which allows certain bodies to obtain land without the consent of the owner.  

	Heritage tourism 

	This term refers to water services, road networks, and communication systems.

	Brownfield site 
	The loss of industry from an area which can trigger a vicious cycle whereby unemployment increases and the economic potential of the area declines. 

	Regeneration 

	The loss of the trained and talented sectors of the population as they emigrate to areas with better prospects. 

	Compulsory purchase order

	To improve the social, physical and economic aspects of an area.
