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  The idea of the zinger burger is to show you how you should structure the writing of a case study or longer answer. 
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   In your answer, aim to include all 3 layers of the burger. If you do this you will have a perfect meal, case study answer. 
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   KEY POINT/ IDEAS. 
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   This is top layer of the bun, the 1st layer you come to, your introduction! 
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   This should show exactly what you will be writing about. It will introduce the main topics covered in the answer and show you understand the question. It will also give an outline as to how you will tackle the question. i.e. a summary of your answer. 
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   EXPLANATION / EVIDENCE. 
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   This layer should add the filling to the burger!, the tasty bit, the real meat of your answer! 
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   It can be divided into several smaller layers. (Lettuce, onions, chicken, pickle, gherkins and cheese.) Each layer or paragraph should develop your answer, providing details of the outline given in your introduction. 
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   CONCLUSION
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   The final layer of the burger completes the meal. Without it you will still feel hungry! 
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   In this layer you will review the arguments made in the filling (explanation/ evaluation,) commenting on the strength and weaknesses of your arguments.
