What to do?


 Making Decisions
Peoples’ actions affect what happens to themselves. Peoples’ actions can affect what happens to other people.

What people do - before, during and after a tsunami - can make a difference.
Some important questions to think about:

What do you think people did? What would you do? 
Is there anything that people should have done – but didn’t?

Is there anything that people should not have done – but did?
An activity for you to do now:

With a partner:
Take a Time-line Sheet and a set of cards. (Remember: the cards tell you about actions that might take place. If you think that a card tells you about something that might be a good idea, but is unlikely to happen, put it to one side.)
1. Decide when you think each action is most likely to happen. Place you cards in the appropriate box on the Time-line Sheet. (Remember: your decision counts – there is not necessarily a right or wrong place for each card.)
2. If you have time, sort each separate pile of cards in numerical order (to help you with the next task).

3. Find a pair who have finished the sorting task. Look through each other’s cards and discuss whether any cards should go into different piles.

4. Finally,  imagine you are a survivor of the tsunami in Thailand. Write the words of an email to your Prime Minister saying what you think people in your region want the government to do in the days, weeks and months to come.
