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How to produce a good news report

These guidelines are for you to use when judging the other groups performance in producing a news report, but you should also use them as a kind of checklist. If you are matching all the guidelines on here, then you can’t be going far wrong!

	1) Background to Report

Do the group make clear where their volcanic disaster has occurred?

Have they located this place with a map or description?

Are the immediate effects clearly outlined? (i.e. number of deaths, loss of homes etc)

	2) Description of the effects

Have the group used their reporter to describe the scene of devastation at the location?

Do they use eye witnesses effectively to describe the immediate effects?

Does the description use the idea of “senses” – what they can see, hear, touch, smell, taste?

Do the group show some understanding of how people might be feeling in this situation? (i.e. upset, shocked, worried?)

	3) Understanding of the causes

Does the report describe the plate movements which led up to this event?

Does it name the plates involved and explained what type of plate margin it is?

Does the report make clear why these plate movements has led to a volcanic eruption?

Does the report comment on how people have responded to this or other similar events?
