· Show what you know and understand about local places and other places around the world

· Explain why places are where they are

· Explain how human and physical processes can change places

· Understand how change in places makes a difference to the people who live there

· Show knowledge about how people can change places to make them better or worse

· Use your own opinion and information from other sources about how change happens in different places

· Use information from different sources and your own observations to find out about different topics

· Use geographical words in your work and to explain what you have learnt
	
	

	Level 5:

· Show what you know and understand about different parts of the world

· Describe human and physical processes and explain how these make places and people similar or different

· Show you understand why some places rely on other places.

· Show how people change the environment and why there are different opinions about that change

· Know that some people try to look after places so they last for people in the future

· Share your own ideas and think of questions you would like to answer.

· Use what you know, understand and the skills you have developed to find out about and present information about different places and environments

· Have developed research skills and can use information from different sources to come to conclusions

· Explain what your have learnt using geographical words, graphs and clear English
	
	


	Level 6

· Show what you know and understand about different places and environments around the world

· Show that you understand what physical and human processes are and how they make places like they are

· Describe how human and physical processes can have a small, medium or large impact and how they can change places

· Show how people have different needs and how this means that the environment is looked after in different ways

· Know that people have different ways of thinking about the world and that this can have a variety of effects on places

· Use your knowledge, understanding and skills to develop geographical questions and answer them in a logical way

· Choose the best methods and resources to find out information and answer questions

· Explain what you have learnt and how you have come to your final conclusions.

· Describe how human and physical processes can work together to help change places

· Understand that many factors, including what people feel and think, influence how decisions are taken which lead to changes in places

· Understand that people and places are affected by what other people do in different places

·  Show how we and people across the world act to change the environment and how this can lead to conflict

· Appreciate how to look after resources in way that means that people in the future will be able to enjoy them

· Use a wide range of methods and resources to find out information; make judgements about useful and true the information is
