Can offer 1 reason for the different rates of crime in 2 regions of the UK.

Help design and collect questionnaire 

Use some secondary data eg from Staffordshire Police

 Draw accurate, neat range of techniques eg bar chart, field sketch.

Describe most of the results and start to attempt an explanation.

Make some  conclusion statements

Attempt to draw  sketch map of Kidsgrove centre with some suggestions to prevent crime in Kidsgrove labelled with suitable reasons

Can group all the regions in the UK  appropriately and begin to identify a pattern of crime rates in UK

Can begin to offer reasons why regions can be grouped together.
