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TASK 2  An imaginative writing activity.  

You are taking part in a sponsored parachute jump over Paradise Island - your landing site is on the top of Big Hill in grid square 2874.  As the parachute opens, you can see all of Paradise Island beneath you.  Describe in detail what you see as you gently fall to earth.

· Which physical features would you see first ?

· Which human features would you see first ?

· Which other features would you see later as you got closer to the ground ?

· What would be the last things you would see before you landed ?

Imagine what you would see if you were actually there.  Picture in your mind the changes you would see as you fall closer to the ground.  Include directions and distances in your writing.

Draft out your account in your exercise book first.  When you are happy with it redraft it up in neat in the space below.  Remember, your map is unique so your written account should be as well.
