Starter
Have the unusual picture for when they enter and discuss this

Use the page of extreme records from dandantheweatherman  etc site and discuss why the data is so unusual; they will need to understand the normal data for your region

Task 1

(10 Min)

Pupils to read the information sheet about the elements and recorders



Teacher to hold up and discuss the various instruments

Task 2
(10 min)
Use the weather heads and Tails sheet and pupils to sort out which instrument goes with which element and use these two terms

Task 3
(20 Min)

Pupils to produce a short factual written exercise where they use a number of subheadings and for each they write – the element, the instrument and how it works and how it records that element.

They will need to include the description of the Beaufort scale and what it means.
