A3 blank paper and marker pens



IAW display of snow bound conditions

Starter
Pupils to read news article of a snow bound situation and play mind movies-what could happen next?

Task 1
Pupils to use the cards and sort them into a sheet of A3 paper and link with arrows to show the connections.


Possibly add more statements to this.

Task 2
Teacher to go over and or model the report writing style
Pupils to rough draft a news report using as many of the correct terms as is possible; ideally this could be made up but they may want to access other news events. 

Encourage them to use the weather word mat and their previous lessons and to write down as many relevant terms as is possible that they could use. They will need to use the Formative Assessment sheet to guide them towards a higher level.

Task 3
After the teacher has checked the rough outline or the rough draft, pupils can produce the neat version in their books. This can be completed for homework and need not be lengthy as it is a report style.

Plenary
Display an extreme weather event and ask for a short report in sequence by going around the class in a round robin, with a short statement from each pupil.
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
