Layout of Report


1st paragraph


Start with an overall statement of what happened e.g. a severe storm struck the area of   ..last night, December 14th  bringing chaos to..


Clearly explain where this event had taken place-include a map.


2nd paragraph


Explain what weather event occurred and why-e.g. a severe deep depression passed over the area bringing ….


3rd Paragraph


Explain what impact this had on the people living in that area
