Teacher needs to give a demonstration of what a climate graph should look like and how the Bar is always rainfall and the line is always temperature.


Also use the white board or the demonstrating system in the ICT room to show how to create a Climate Graph

Tasks



Students to access the above site and obtain data for the following extreme sites-or choose your own. Beware that some town sites five more than one option for the data. E.g.


Manaus


Khartoum


Anchorage

· The work sheet sets out a number of tasks.

Task 1

· Note in task 1 that they must select rainfall first so that it comes up as the Bars and that in copying the data into the spreadsheet they must start in the top left corner in box A1

· Note when they select temperatures, they only need the data and not the months again and they must paste this into the top left in box A3

Task 2

· Some work needs to be done on the spreadsheet so that the key is correct

· Note that you do not need the Year and the total values.

Task 3

· The steps are given on the work sheet.

· Demonstrate how they can adjust the size of the font in the labels with one left click 

· Show how they can alter the line width, line colour, Bar colour and background colour with two left clicks.

Stress that it is a graph for using and thus must be suitable. Bright colours will not be acceptable-keep to a white background and quiet colours, but discuss this with them.
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
