How do I describe the three climates?

Objectives
To revise the descriptive writing style



To compare two climates

Worksheet on describing 3 climates for an OHT

Starter
(10 Minutes)

Use a really unusual climate graph as a display and revise how to describe a climate by using the word mat.

Set this up as a modelling exercise and go through the different stages of how to describe a climate-use a prepared outline

Focus on the use of actual terms and discourage the use of freezing cold e.g. unless it is freezing. Discuss when to use mild or cold and relate to current temperatures so that they understand what 18C feels like e.g.

Task 1
(15 mins)

Pupils are to describe the climate of the Rain Forest zone. Reference to an atlas may help pupils to understand that being so close to the equator helps to create high temperatures.

Task 2/3
(25 mins)


Pupils to continue the task with the other two climate types.

Task 4
(10 mins)

Pupils need to cut up and enclose their graphs along with their descriptions and their graphs under a suitable heading. Also they can give a Longitude and Latitude reading as this helps them to revise this skill.

Plenary
Show a climate graph of a place currently topical in te world or related to a star-Madrid and discuss what it would be like to exist in that climate at different parts of the year.
