Starter
Set up the teacher OPS  NET system in the ICT room with a current weather map and talk through, as a demonstration how you could use this as a weather forecast. Otherwise, use a copy of a weather map on an OHT and do a similar demonstration. 
Task 1
Pupils to access the current weather map, called the surface pressure chart along with the Satellite image. (They could do this for the UK or they could pretend that they are giving a forecast to people who are going to a specific holiday site in Europe).

They could also go to the Home page and then access the Education section and go to the Curriculum Learning Centre and download the relevant parts of the sheet called Interpreting Weather maps-encourage them not to download the entire sheet as it is 4 pages and they will not read it in this way.
Pupils to use the instruction sheet and follow the instructions and save the copies of the current weather maps of their chosen region along with the satellite photo. They will need this for their talk, either by using OHTs or the Interactive Whiteboard.

Task 2
Pupils are then to work on a weather report –it needs to use two sets of information

a) The expected weather using the correct terms

b) Actual regional place names-they need to refer back to their map of the regions and places of the UK
