

5 Uses in the geography classroom:

Location:

· Where do these happen (in the case of named places e.g. Florida Keys) or are most likely to happen (in the case of generic activities e.g. Whale watching)?

· Is there a geographical pattern?

Classification: 

· Can these be put into geographical groups (e.g. by continent, land/sea/air, physical/human)?

Most likely to… 

· Which of these activities are most likely to have a high/low impact on physical or human environments, or be sustainable?

· Which of these activities are most/least likely to be on a ’50 things…’ list in 2053?

Literacy:

· Write a postcard from a place where an activity happens. What is the location like? What do you feel like being there? What do local people think of you doing the activity?

Ranking:

· Of these, which are your top 9? Why are they your top 9? Do they have any common characteristics?

· ‘Diamond 9’ these choices to establish your number 1 choice – this could be the focus of extended tasks such as research, display…
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
