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I have lived in the valley all of my life. My family have owned this farm for four generations. We farm mostly sheep. The sheep roam on the high ground in summer and then bring them into the lowland fields in winter and for lambing. 

The visitors centre will bring many more tourists to the area, making the narrow roads busier. The visitors centre will be an eyesore. The building will stick out, spoiling my view. The car parks will be enormous encouraging even more cars.

The tourists will walk across my land bringing their dogs and litter with them. The dogs could scare my sheep or even attack them. Litter could also be eaten by them causing internal damage. 

I will have to spend a fortune mending walls and fencing as they never seem to use the stiles. They leave gates open encouraging my sheep to escape. The footpaths become worn away and wider. Something else I’ll be expected to spend money on I suppose.
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
