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I live in a cottage just outside the village. This new visitor’s centre will cause chaos. The construction phase will bring lorries and noise to the village. The design really stands out on the hillside and it will take a long time for the trees to grow. 

The tourists will flock here in the hundreds once the centre is built. The roads will become very busy making it difficult for us to get around. I cycle to most places and I’m worried that it will become too dangerous.
I’m worried about the impact on the environment. I can see nesting birds being disturbed or eggs stolen. Climbing on the cliffs could disturb kestrels and jackdaws. If the local rivers get polluted the grey wagtail and dipper may loose their food supply. Rare plants such as orchids could become trampled and eventually disappear from the area. Small animals can be harmed by rubbish left behind. They can choke on plastic bags or be trapped by bottles.
The National Park Authority is meant to protect the natural environment for the future and I can’t see how the new centre fits this plan.
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
