-Find ones that are puzzling and apply the 5 W,s e.g photos of ice balls on a frozen sea, photos of ice wedges with the southern lights stimulate further questions

Task 1
Mapping

- Introduce the aim of the lesson



Set the scene using a map of the area, the globe, atlas

Pupils to complete a map outline and add as much detail as is possible to the map-a living map idea

Task 2
Card sorting

Use the mystery cards and put up the OHT of facts to help them and set the question



Pupils to read the cards and sort them into their order



Walk around to prompt

Task 3
Discussion




Feed back what they have found

Task 4
Write up



Pupils to use the word mat and the key words

They are to write up why Green Peace wants this area to be a wilderness and to underline where they have used the key words correctly in their write up

Encourage the use of explaining connectives by using a reminder board on the wall of this writing style

To use a cartoon as a stimulus for further debate
