State aim of lesson

Task 1
Teacher explanation (10)


Use a simple food chain diagram such as


Sun-grass-mouse-snake-hawk


Show key words on the OHT of a food chain link


Pupils to identify the different parts of the chain


Expand the idea that a web is more complex-take examples


When man is involved, it is simpler-take examples


Pupils copy the diagram and key words into their book

Task 2
Card sort (10)


Pupils to use paper squares of wild life and sort into a wb.

Once sorted, show the OHT and teacher walk around a check

Task 3
Reading (10)


Pupils to read the article on the krill


Teacher to hold a discussion on the delicate food web

Task 4
Write up(10)


Pupils to stick wildlife onto their page and label with the correct terms
