Lesson outline for National Park Visitor’s Centre exercise- expert groups.
· We introduced this exercise using Peak District National Park, and visitor’s centre images. www.google.co.uk  proved to be very useful for this.

· Students had completed introductory work on National Parks in previous lessons.

· Divide the class into roughly 5 groups of 6 students and give a set of the same role cards to each group. The teacher keeps the National Park Ranger card.

· Students have 5 mins. to read the card and check they understand the role. The worksheets are then handed out. Students need to answer the questions for their role. The emphasis is on group work so their answers should all be the same.

· The teacher then plays the role of the National Park Ranger. Students need ask the questions and listen carefully to the responses. They need to record the answers onto the sheet. 

· One group is then selected to start. They must split up so that at least one goes to each of the other groups. (weaker students can be paired with more able for this) The group interviews this student and records their answers. 
· Once finished they return to their seats and the next group moves
· At the end of the exercise they will have completed all but the pupil column. They should read through the other responses and decide  what their view is.

· This took our groups at least 50 mins.

· We then spent a lesson writing this up as a mini essay. With the title ‘Should the visitor’s centre be built?’  The writing frame helped the less able pupils.
