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The new visitor’s centre will allow tourists to park safely outside of the village. We’ve always had complaints from the villagers about tourists parking in the narrow lanes. The focus for the centre is education. We hope to be able to teach the tourists about this amazing area. This will include both the natural features and the traditional way of life. We will help them understand the importance of not dropping litter or leaving open gates.
Our centre will provide a picnic area. This will encourage people to eat here rather than take their rubbish onto the hills. We intend to speak to farmers about the best walking routes around their farms. We don’t want tourists disturbing their sheep anymore than the farmers do.

Our new building design is designed with nature in mind. We are using only natural materials and screening the area with trees. We also intend to use solar panels and wind turbines to power the centre.
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
