	The original purpose of a settlement. For example, Liverpool’s original function was a port, Blackpool’s a tourist centre.
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	       site

	The actual place where a settlement first grew up.
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	When a settlement is clustered around a central point.


	     linear

	A settlement that is located in a straight line, usually along a straight road or a river.
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  dispersed

	When settlements are well spread out.
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	     hamlet

	A small settlement, usually consisting of just a few homes or farms with no shops or church.
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	  village

	A settlement that is larger than a hamlet and usually has at least one shop and a church.
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	        town

	Larger than a village but not as large as a city. Usually missing major features such as a cathedral.
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	  city
      
	A large settlement that is usually (but not always) called a city because it has a cathedral or has been given permission to be a city by the Queen.

land use

	What a particular piece of land is used for (e.g. housing).
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	A site near the centre of a town or city that has been abandoned and redevelopment into something else. For example the London Docklands.


	 greenfield site

	A site at the rural-urban fringe that was (or is) countryside and has been (or will be) developed. An example is the Cheshire Police headquarters in Winsford.
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	 hierarchy

	The order of settlements based on their importance and size. 
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	 central business district (CBD)

	The centre of a town or city where most of that place’s business is done. These areas usually contain lots of banks, offices and shops and little housing.


[image: image19.wmf]
	 suburb

	A part of a town or city that is away from the Central Business District but close enough to drive or commute to the CBD.
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	commuter village

	A village near a major commercial town or city (e.g. London) from which people travel to and from work (usually by train) every day. 



	 internet shopping

	When goods and services are browsed and bought using the internet.



	out-of-town shopping
	Shopping done in locations out of the town centre, usually on main roads out of a town or city. An example would be the Trafford Centre.
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
