Assessment

Write about a holiday to Kenya.

The style of your writing can be in the form of a letter, diary, magazine or newspaper account, tourist guide, holiday advertisement or story. It can be humorous but it must be geographical. 

You will be assessed on the quality of your writing AND the quality of your geographical knowledge and understanding.

Background:

During your 2 week holiday you will spend the first 7 days in a hotel on Diani Beach, Mombasa. You will visit the capital city, Nairobi, staying overnight. The next 4 days you will visit 2 National Parks and stay in hotels in the middle of them. The last day you will return to the hotel before flying back to Britain. You should try to cover the following:

1/ You have just landed, describe your feelings and thoughts on getting off the aeroplane and describe your first experiences of Kenya (include some reference to climate).

2/ Describe your journey from the airport to the hotel (include some reference to transport, quality of roads, landscape, vegetation and settlements you pass).

3/ Compare hotel conditions to life in the village outside your hotel (compare standards of buildings and services available, where the other guests are from).

4/ How does you daily routine back in Rugeley, compare to the daily routines of people living in the village outside.

5/ What activities do you get up to and why. What do you eat and drink.

6/ You visit the capital city, Nairobi. What do you do and see. (describe the city centre (CBD), land use, describe the housing on the edge of the city)

7/ What National Parks do you visit. What do you do and see in the National Parks. (describe the vegetation and the effects that tourists are having on the environment and the wildlife)

8/ On your flight back to Britain you reflect on your holiday. What did you enjoy the most about your holiday and consider who has benefited from your holiday.
