Tourist highlights Poland 2010 
Gdańsk
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The TriCity, composed of Gdańsk, Gdynia and Sopot, is one of the country’s biggest industrial, academic and cultural centres. The biggest of the three is Gdańsk.
For connoisseurs of culture and art Gdańsk has many historic buildings and monuments to offer, including St. Mary’s Church, one of the biggest brick churches in the world which is also famous for its astronomical clock, the richly adorned 17th Century Golden Gate, the late-gothic Artus Court, which stands on the Main Town’s odd “market square” called the Long Market crowned by the 16th Century Green Gate. There is also the Crane , the oldest existing port crane in Europe, and many other interesting sites. 

In Sopot, the famous Baltic resort renowned for its beautiful sandy beaches, you may want to relax by the sea or walk along what is Europe’s longest wooden pier. You may also be drawn to the health resort’s main promenade - Bohaterów Monte Cassino Street, which boasts atmospheric restaurants and enchanting cafes. Gdynia, the youngest of the three members of the TriCity region is a major Polish sea port, with two exceptional museum ships: the “Dar Pomorza” sailing frigate and the destroyer “Błyskawica”. 

Toruń 
Toruń is the biggest and most important of the Polish Hanseatic trading centres along the Wisla River.  The historic centre of the city, which survived the wars, is an interesting assembly of various architectural styles.  Another city highlight is the house of Nicolaus Copernicus, who was born there.  Toruń is also famous for its speciality – gingerbread, which has been produced since 14th century.

Warsaw 
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Nowadays Warszawa is a modern European metropolis and with almost 2 million inhabitants it is also the largest city in Poland. The Old Town, 90% of which was destroyed during World War II, has been meticulously and faithfully restored. You will see the picturesque Old Town, St. John’s Cathedral, the Royal Castle and the elegant Royal Way, Łazienki Park where famous Chopin statue will be seen. You will also visit Warsaw Ghetto area with Ghetto monument.
Auschwitz - Birkenau 
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The Auschwitz-Birkenau Museum
Included in the UNESCO’s World heritage List since1979 was one of the largest concentration camps built by Nazis to exterminate thousands of people. Today it is a Museum of the Holocaust and a Memorial to the victims of fascism. The visit takes in both parts of the Museum KL Auschiwtz I and KL Auschwitz II Birkenau and also includes a documentary film about the history of Auschwitz. The museum is located 70 km from Krakow in the town of Oswiecim
Krakow
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Your visit will begin with a stroll around the Market Square, where you will have the chance to see St. Mary’s Church with famous Wit Stwosz altar and the Sukiennice Cloth Hall. You will then walk along Floriańska Street, which leads to the only remaining gate in the city and the Barbakan. You will then head for Palace of the Archbishop and Franciscan Friars. You will also visit Church of Holy Trinity of Dominicans

Wieliczka

Wieliczka Salt Mine. This unique attraction was once described as being as remarkable as the Pyramids and more useful. A local guided tour through this historic cultural site, which is included on UNESCO’s World Heritage List, will begin 65 m under the earth and lead through rooms, corridors, and chambers to a depth of 135 m. During this fascinating tour you will see underground lakes that change into variety of colours, wonderful chapels, including the famous chapel of St. Kinga, original tools and equipment. Well-preserved traces of the past allow you to imagine the working conditions of the people who worked in the mine and their struggle to overcome the elements.

Zakopane
Zakopane is one of Poland’s prime tourist destinations and retains a charm which today also attracts thousands of foreign visitors. The town and its stunning scenic surroundings, located in the Tatrrzanski National Park in the heart of the magnificent Tatra Mountains, offer numerous strolls and hiking opportunities in the surrounding valleys and peaks.  Zakopane is also well known for its unique wooden architecture, style of decoration and tasty regional dishes.
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
