Iceland Volcanoes Lesson One

Objective:

To understand what a volcano is and how they are formed.

Language:

Volcano, erupt, plates, molten magma.

Task:

Log on www.gridclub.com
Go to the ‘have a go’ menu

Choose ‘atlas’ then ‘new stuff’

Click on the earth ‘What is a volcano?’

Complete the task by reading and clicking through each link.

Discuss together ‘What a volcano is’ Note use of geographical vocabulary.

In geography books, draw a sequence of picture with labels to show how a volcano develops.  Use screen shots to demonstrate and/or for S.E.N.

Target Mark For:

Correct Sequence

Geographical Vocabulary

Iceland Volcanoes Lesson Two

Objective:

To understand where volcanoes can be found on earth.

To know the location of Hekla and Surtsey

Language:

Plate boundaries, Iceland, Europe, North America, Hekla, Surtsey, Northern Hemisphere

Task:

Log onto www.gridgclub.com
Go to the ‘have a go’ menu

Choose ‘atlas’ then ‘new stuff’

Click on the earth ‘Where are volcanoes found?’

Talk about the ‘hotspots’ and volcanoes the children can see on screen.

Locate Iceland on the European and North American plate boundary.

Locate Hekla and Surtsey and talk about the fact file information given.

In geography books write an introduction about the location of Iceland in the world and plate boundaries.  Write two sentences about Hekla and Surtsey.  Stick in book a screenshot of where volcanoes are found in the world.

Target Mark For:

Accurate location of Iceland using geographical vocabulary.

Accurate information about Hekla and Surtsey.

Iceland Volcanoes Lesson Three

Objective:

To ask questions about places and reasons for physical geography.

Language:

Volcano, Adjectives, Physical Geography

Task:

(Whole class) Using enlarged picture of Hekla encourage the children to ask questions of what they see and what they would like to find out about.  Write the questions and any descriptions (S.E.N.) around the picture.

(Groups of 3 mixed ability, not S.E.N.).  Using an enlarged copy of Surtsey, the children then write their own questions and descriptions around the picture.

S.E.N. work with an adult scribe and use some simple geographical language and adjectives to describe what they see/what it might feel like etc.

Target Mark For:

Use plenary to discuss questions asked and reasons for these.

Decide on an appropriate number of questions (depending on class size) to investigate in groups and share answers.

Iceland Volcanoes Lesson Four

Objective:

To learn specific geographical facts about Surtsey.

Language:

Volcano, Active, Location, Erupt, Plates, Molten Magma, Lava.

Task:

From the questions decided on last lesson, children in groups of three investigate answers either through books, photographs, postcards, website searches or ‘ask an expert’.

When the answer to their question is formulated, the children write their question and a paragraph answer in an email and send to class teacher.  They could include photographs from web image searches if appropriate.

Target Mark For:

Use plenary to discuss answers found.  Some children share their findings.

Teacher:

Collage all of the email information into a complete ‘boring’ text and email this full document to the children ready for next lesson.

Iceland Volcanoes Lesson Five

Objective:

To retrieve information from emails.

To use publisher to create an information text about Surtsey.

Language:

Email, Copy, Paste, Subheadings, Image, Surtsey.

Task:

Look at the complete ‘boring’ text through the email.

Discuss ways to improve.

Recap features of information texts and use of Publisher.

Agree on subheadings to use for the below average.

Children then use copy and paste technique to transfer and represent the work in a publisher information test.  (Showing correct use of features).

As an extension they could complete web image searches and add more images to their texts (with labels!)

S.E.N. children use copy and paste to move an image of Surtsey into their Publisher document.  They then use the text box tool and the spell check (right click) to transfer their descriptions.

Target Mark For:

Use of Publisher tools e.g. change font, size, colour, underline etc.

Features of information texts.

Iceland Volcanoes Lesson Six

Objective:

To identify the different parts of a volcano.

Language:

Central Vent, Lava, Molten Rock, Cone, Magma.

Taks:

Log onto www.gridclub.com
Go to the ‘have a go’ menu

Choose ‘atlas’ then ‘new stuff’

Click on the earth ‘eruptions’.

Find out about the different parts of the volcano by rolling the mouse over the image and reading the information.

In geography books stick in a screenshot of the volcano.

Label each part (S.E.N. could be given typed labels)

Colour appropriately.

Target Mark For:

Correctly labelled volcano

Coloured appropriate colours

Iceland Volcanoes Lesson Seven

Objective:

To begin to understand that there are different types of eruptions.

Language:

Eruption, Hawaiian, Strombolian, Vulcanian, Peleean.

Task:

Log onto www.gridclub.com
Go to the ‘have a go’ menu

Choose ‘atlas’ the ‘new stuff’

Click on the earth ‘eruptions’

Ask the children to investigate the different types of eruptions by clicking on the links

Each group/pair choose a type of eruption to study in detail.

Using the ‘print screen’ option they transfer the information into a one page work document then print this in black and white.

In geography books the children draw their chosen eruption and write the information found.  (using printed copy)

Target Mark For:

Correct information on chose eruption.
