WORLD OF SPORT – ASSESSMENT ACTIVITY

This homework is an important piece of work that will be assessed as part of your Key Stage 3 final level.

The title of the work is:

How do I get to the match?
It involves a number of geographical skills and concepts.

What you have to do

1. You are to plan a journey in order to follow an away football fixture for the team that you follow or have some interest in.  Newspapers, teletext and club web sites will give you their away fixtures.  You have to travel by road and in a private car.  This journey should be planned manually.  You need to use a road atlas in order to plan this.  There is one available in Room 2 for use at break times and lunchtimes. You need to find out the following:

a) The shortest linear distance

b) The shortest time distance

For this section work on the notion that travel by ordinary roads will be at 40 miles per hour and on a motorway at 60 miles per hour (or a mile per minute).

2. You now need to plan a second journey for the next away fixture.  Now use a variety of sources from the internet to plan

a) the fastest route by road

b) the shortest distance by road

c) A route using the rail service

Calculate the total time of journey between stations.

Any maps or written details should be downloaded as evidence.

Search the internet for possible sites but these may be of use to start you off.
