Honeypot sites are those which are very popular with tourists.  Castleton is an example.
Negative planning techniques are used in National Parks; eg. Roads are not improved so that people are encouraged to cycle/walk.



Castleton is the most visited settlement in the National Park.
Hope cement works, owned by Blue Circle, employs 300 people, 90% of whom are locals.



Over half the people living in Castleton are managers/professional workers, but there is little opportunity for this type of employment in the village.


Many of the best caves in Britain can be found in the Castleton area.

Castleton’s caves display a range of limestone features such as stalagmites and 

stalactites.


Blue John stone is mined in the Castleton area; it is blue and 

yellow in colour.

Tourism enables the village to have strong links with the surrounding area, preventing rural decline.


An increase in the number of holiday homes has made house prices in the area rise.

Due to the large numbers of visitors, some local sites need to be conserved.


A major problem in Castleton is footpath erosion, especially at Winnats Pass and Mam Tor.

The presence of tourists and school parties often leads to a lack of privacy for residents in the area.


Tourism creates many jobs for local people, allowing them to work close to home.

Holly Holiday has been losing business to the local campsite recently.


Jack the Lad enjoys his work on the bar.



Rod’s quarry has seen a decline in business over the winter months as the construction industry has had less demand for limestone.


The National Park Ranger has become increasingly annoyed by tourists eroding and widening Peak District footpaths.



Local conservationists have been petitioning for the nearby Rotter quarry to be closed down; they claim it contravenes NP regulations.
The mining industry uses many heavy lorries to transport limestone- these cause congestion on narrow Peak District roads.
