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Use an atlas to name the countries in the area affected by the tsunami.  The wave travelled at 500mph, and travelled East and west from the line of the Andaman and Nicobar Islands.  Draw in the position of the waves for each half hour after the time of the Earthquake.  Remember the Tsunami waves do not cross land!
