Students think about how the subject and the world cup may be linked – brainstorming activity. 

Sorting Task – in Pairs read trough the different connections. Have to think and choose 9 which they think are most important. They use these 9 to complete a diamond 9. (V and K )
Debrief Activity:

Get students to think about their think processes.

Debrief the activity: Students consider what skills they used to complete that activity and in what order they used them skills. (a)
Plenary: Students need to think of a catchy advertising slogan for the World Cup. Use example to help them. (k)

	Lesson 4:

	Starter activity: Students imagine that they were a resident in South Africa. Do they think the world cup would be a good thing. Why?

Main:

In pairs, students need to read through the character profiles. They then need to think about where each of the characters would go the impact scale. Teacher should stress that the discussion that students go through is just as important as the result itself. 

Main 2: Pick a character. Have to design a 30second sound bite. 

Plenary: Identify three benefits and three drawbacks of the world cup. 

Link this plenary back to the starter activity.
