
You will need;

· A computer.

· A paper map or electronic version – please see me or visit www.geoexplorer.co.uk and click on ‘outline maps’ in the left menu. 

· Paper and scissors if necessary.

Tasks

1. Imagine you could go to any place in the world. Write down a list of no more than ten places.

2. Visit the Website www.earthcamforkids.com . All round the world different cities and landmarks have live web cams!

3. Search for web cams showing the places you would like to visit. You can change your mind if you discover ones you like!

4. Once you have found these you can either,

A] Right click on these and copy. Then paste them onto an electronic map that has been pasted into a word document.

OR

B] Copy them into a word document and print them out. You can then cut and paste your image onto your paper map.

5. Once you have pasted your images onto a world map. Make sure;

· Each image has a title, where is it?

· Draw a line from the image to where it is found on your world map.

· Put a title on the top of your map ‘My top ten places I would like to visit in the World.’

· Finally write a short paragraph explaining why you would like to visit these places.
