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The stimulus 


With a globe in hand, the teacher explains that they are going to look at the lives of children across the world. The teacher introduces the children by name.


The teacher explains that she dropped all the photos and the pictures got muddled up.  Can they sort the pictures that go with each child. 


They are put in small groups to sort then into ' a day in the life of …' Morning, afternoon, evening and night. Each group tells the story of their child using the pictures.





The initial responses 





What questions would you like to ask your child?

The Research 


Taught lessons on geographical questions. 


Each group gets a folder about the child and the place they live.


How do people live? Non - fiction reading exercise 


What is the place like? - oral or written photo  captioning exercise using 'flash cards' on different themes followed by a painting or drawing


Where is this place? Globe and world map exercise


Oral presentation from each group around their exhibit to practice for the parents.


Letter writing [individually or collectively] to invite an audience and to the local newspaper[s].





The presentation





A role play 'the world in the classroom' [and a presentation]


The purpose is to increase awareness and celebration of other cultures and lifestyles across the world among the community.


The audience might be:


The parents of the whole school and other people in the community


Local press





The creative responses





Possibilities for the exhibition 


Storyboard of a day in the life


A role play exercise based on the day in the life


Photo exhibition with captions or 'taped conversations in role' 


An artistic impression of the landscape.


Questions and answers written in speech bubbles


Maps for different purposes to locate the place in the world, and to show what it is like





The debriefing





Pupils are orally assessed by asking them a set of structured questions about the place they have studied 





They are tested on their locational knowledge by using a floor map where they put things on the map.
