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The Staffordshire Expanding Geography Scheme Level Descriptions

This scheme has been written so as to be assessed against the ‘Performance Level Descriptions’  as specified with the Geography curriculum for “ Planning, teaching and assessing the curriculum for pupils with learning difficulties.” In addition to the “p” levels we offer a gradation between levels 1 and 2.

Level 1

Pupils show their knowledge skills and understanding in studies at a local scale. They recognise and make observations about physical and human features of localities. They express their views on features of the environment of a locality. They use resources that are given to them, and their own observations, to ask and respond to questions about places and environments.

Level 1.1

Pupils are able to investigate, discriminate, identify and describe the main features in both familiar and new environments. They are able to match miniature objects and pictures to real objects and are able to classify objects into groups. They show an interest in different environments displayed by different media e.g. photographs. They are aware that their actions can affect others and their environment. They have the opportunity to record information with adult support using more than one method e.g. charts, pictures, words.

Level 1.2

Pupils have a wide range of methods of communicating about places, using extending vocabulary in order to describe the main physical and human features in both familiar and contrasting environments. They are able to identify and name physical and human features. They are able to recognise that when their actions change the environment that they can reverse this action, e.g. moving objects to change the layout of the room. They are able to understand the effects that they and others have on the environment and begin to demonstrate responsibility towards their surroundings. Pupils are able to communicate their likes and dislikes about both familiar and contrasting environments and are able to express preferences when carefully questioned by adults. When exploring 2D and 3D plans produced by staff they are able to relate miniature objects and symbols to real life objects and situations

Level 1.3

Pupils have a wide range of methods of communicating and an extending vocabulary to describe the main physical and human features that are associated with specific locations. They show a preference for certain locations or features and give reasons why. Pupils reproduce models / maps, using miniature objects and symbols to represent main human and physical features. They are able to recall visits and are aware of places other than their immediate locality. Pupils, given a selection of materials can match information to the right locations. they will be able to give reasons for their choice. Pupils will select an appropriate method to record information. When given a plan produced by an adult they are able to complete it in a meaningful way. They have an understanding of the place or feature that the plan shows.

Level 2

Pupils show their knowledge, skills and understanding in studies at a local scale. They describe physical and human features of places and recognise and make observations about those features that give places their character. They show an awareness of places beyond their locality. They express views on the environment of a locality and recognise how people affect the environment. They carry out simple tasks and select information using resources that are given to them. They use this information and their own observations to help them ask and respond to questions about places and environments. They begin to use appropriate vocabulary.
