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You are going to study a town called Schlema. 
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· SCHLEMA is a small town south west of Chemnitz.

· It is in Saxony, a region in Eastern Germany that has a southerly border with The Czech Republic.

a) Use an atlas to locate Schlema.  Produce a sketch map showing its location in relation to major cities in the area.

· Originally Iron, Copper, Cobalt and Silver were mined.

· In the 1920’s a radioactive spring was discovered; this was used to treat rheumatism.

· In 1945 the small spa town was changed massively…can you think why?

· The Soviets took over the town and developed a huge Uranium mine, taking the mineral as a form of reparation from the German people....what do you think that it was used for?

b) Create a FACTS and IMPACTS time-line showing the development of Schlema from 1900 to 1990.  Make sure that you colour-code the impacts (eg. Red for Social impacts, Blue for Environmental impacts etc.)

· Schlema had a real chance to redevelop itself following Unification in 1990, the worksheets carry information about the opportunities available.

c) Carry out a SWOT analysis (Strengths Weaknesses Opportunities Targets) for Schlema.  From this decide which of the three plans is the best for the town.
